The scholarship may be awarded toward an associate, baccalaureate, or graduate degree. Recipients may apply to have their scholarship renewed in subsequent years.

The recipients will be selected solely by the Scholarship Committee of the Zanesville Branch of the American Association of University Women. Scholarships will be award on the basis of academic merit, leadership, and character. 

The amount of each scholarship may vary from year to year at the discretion of the committee but will usually be $500.
